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The Stabilizer® Breed

Th e Stabilizer breed is a multi breed composite developed by Leachman Cattle Company. Th e breed is based on the 

research done by the United States Department of Agriculture(USDA) at their Animal Research Service at MARC, 

Clay Centre, Nebraska. Th e Stabilizer is a blend of British and European inputs. Th e original formation was 25% of four 

breeds, Red Angus, Hereford, Simmental, and Gelbvieh. Th e Stabilizer combines the fl eshing ability, carcass quality and 

moderate size of the British breeds with the muscle, milk, and growth of the European breeds. As a four breed composite, 

the Stabilizer retains 75% of the F1 hybrid vigor and thus allows commercial farmers to crossbred with simplicity.

MARC started a project in 1973 called the Germ Plasm Utilization(GPU) project. Th e research project was lead by Dr 

Larry Cundiff , Dr Keith Gregory, Dr Robert Koch – three scientists widely regarded as worldwide leaders in crossbreeding 

research. Th e goal of the GPU project was to study the impact of hybrid vigor on the production traits. As part of this 

project, the government station developed three diff erent multi breed composite populations to see how the hybrid vigor 

was retained in multi generations of composite x composite crossbreeding. Th e composites were named Marc I (3/4 

European, ¼   British), Marc II (1/2 European, ½ British), Marc III (1/4 European, ¾ British).

Th e research at MARC showed several advantages that came from crossbreeding. Most importantly they showed that 

hybrid vigor has a large impact on beef cattle productivity. Th e research demonstrated an 8% improvement in weaning 

weight when a purebred cow is mated to a bull of a diff erent breed. Th e research also showed that crossbred cows are far 

more productive than purebred cows. Th e benefi ts came in multiple areas including more milk production, better body 

condition, faster re-breeding, and longer productive lifetime. I total, crossbred cows weaned 23% more weight than did 

purebred cows.

Historically, crossbreeding requires the use of complicated mating systems to keep the hybrid vigor eff ect. Scientists 

designed rotational systems using three breeds. However such systems were complicated. Furthermore they resulted in 

wide swings in breed composition, and prevented farmers from  having a uniform, well adapted herd. As an alternative, 

researchers at MARC developed the multibreed composites. Th eir study confi rmed that such composite breeds retain 

hybrid vigor in proportion to the number of breeds used – using more breeds generates more retention of hybrid vigor. 

Th e Marc II composite, with four breeds, retains 75% of the F1 hybrid vigor. Th us, farmers can breed composite bulls to 

composite females and keep most of the hybrid vigor.

Since 1988, Leachman’s have made many changes in the foundation Stabilizer population to increase its profi tability. Th e 

original herd was mostly red with white faces and had a large percentage of horned cattle. Th e cattle lacked suffi  cient 

pigmentation on their udders and eyes.  Using solid red and black, Simmental x Angus and Gelbvieh x Angus hybrids from 

the Leachman herd, the breed colour was made more solid with an increase in pigmentation and the polled gene coming 

as well. In terms of trait selection, the breed was initially selected for post weaning growth rate. Th en pressure was put on 

carcass merit to increase ribeye area and marbling. Finally downward pressure was placed on birth weight. Th e resulting 

population resemble Angus in many ways, while still retaining hybrid vigor.

Despite the merit of the Stabilizer’s original breed mix, Leachman decided to open the mix of the composite to allow for 

the use of the best purebred bloodlines. In the late 90’s, this meant the absorption of the Leachman Rangemaker line that 

included Angus, South Devon, Tarentaise, and Salers into the Stabilizer herd. Today the Stabilizer ranges from ½ British – 

½ European to 5/8 British – 3/8 European. Th e three primary breed inputs are Angus, Simmental & Gelbvieh.

Since 1988 Leachman has marketed over 9000 Stabilizer bulls, and since 1995 Rissington has marketed over 2000 Stabilizer 

bulls. Customers across the United States, United Kingdom and New Zealand are successfully using Stabilizer to increase 

their bottom line. Most Stabilizer customers  are utilizing the breed to simplify their crossbreeding program. 
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Bull selection using profit indexes

Profi t indexes utilize all of the available EBVs to predict the 
profi tability of a bull. Profi t is calculated using an individual’s EBVs 
and fi nancial information. It boils all the numbers down to one 
number that aids bull selection. We believe it is one of the best tools 
available to our clients to make sound selection decisions.

PERFORMANCE DATA GLOSSARY 
BW (kg)
Birth Weight

200 (kg)
Weaning weight – best predictor of growth to weaning

400 (kg) 
Yearling weight – best predictor of growth to 400 days 
of age

MWT (kg) 
Mature Cow Weight – best predictor of daughter’s weight at 5 
years. A lower EBV is more favorable.

Milk (kg) 
Best predictor of a bull’s daughter’s ability to milk. It measures the 
diff erence between one bull’s daughters to another bull’s daughters 
due solely to milk.

CWT (kg) 
Carcase Weight – best predictor of genetic diff erences among 
animals in hot standard carcase weight at 650 days of age.

EMA (cm²) 
Eye Muscle Area – best predictor of rib eye area

IMF (%) 
Intra-muscular Fat – best predictor for marbling

RBY (%) 
Retail Beef Yield – best predictor of genetic diff erences among 
animals in percentage of retail beef yield in a 300kg carcase, with 
2-3 mm fat trim, adjusted 85% chemical lean. Th e most heritable of 
all EBV’s generated at 54% heritability. 

ME 
Maintenance Energy –  ME is expressed in Mega-Calories/month 
(MCal/month). Suppose you have 2 sires, one with a ME EBV 
of 60 Mcal/month vs. another sire with a ME EBV of 0 Mcal/
month.  Progeny from the fi rst sire’s calves will require on average 
30 Mcal of energy for maintenance per month more than progeny 
from a sire with an EBV of 0 for ME. Lower the EBV the more 
favourable.

Profi t ($) 
Our Profi t Index utilizes all of the available EBVs to predict the 
profi tability of a bull. It boils all of the numbers to one number that 
aids your bull selection. We believe that it is one of the best tools 
available to make sound selection decisions in your Stabilizer bulls.

SRI ($) 
Self Replacing Index – Breedplan index ranks bulls 
on their ability to generate profi t in a self replacing herd situation in 
which some females are retained for breeding and surplus females, 
along with males, are slaughtered. We believe it is one of the best 
tools available to make sound selection decisions in your Angus & 
Red Angus bulls.

MI ($) 
Maternal Index – Simmental Breedplan index that ranks bulls on 
their ability to generate profi t in a situation in which some females 
are retained for breeding and surplus females, along with males, are 
slaughtered at a 300 kg carcase at 16 months. We believe it is one 
of the best tools available to make sound selection decisions in your 
Simmental bull based on the above.

TI ($) 
Terminal Index – Simmental Breedplan index that ranks bulls on 
their ability to generate profi t. Th e index is based on all progeny 
being pasture grown and then slaughtered to produce a 300kg 
carcase at 15 months. We believe it is one of the best tools available 
to make sound selection decisions in your Simmental bull based on 
the above.

Private Treaty – How it works
Th e Private Treaty will not go through the ring but the Auctioneer 
will run through them in lot order at the completion of the auction 
bulls. Where there is only one client interested, the auctioneer will 
sell the bull at the set price in the catalogue. In the case where there 
are two or more clients interested the bull will be auctioned and will 
go up in $100 bids.

Semen Rights
All bulls in the catalogue sell with a retained ½ semen interest. We 
plan to sample a number of the bulls in the sale and this semen will 
be collected prior to the sale in the fi rst instance. Th is allows us to 
off er the top bulls for sale and the purchaser to have full possession. 
Any future collection will be done at a time convenient to the 
purchaser and also off ers them the opportunity to share in future 
semen sales to third parties.

Commission
A 6% commission will be paid to any company/agent who 
introduces purchasers to the sale and makes settlement on their 
behalf.

Travel Rebate
A travel expenses rebate will be provided on request to any South 
Island purchaser(owner/manager) who attend the sale and 
purchase a bull.

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Terms of Sale

Th ese Terms of Sale and any additional terms on any applicable 

Livestock Sale Docket, sale or delivery note, receipt, invoice or other 

relevant document prepared by the Company in relation to any Sale 

apply to the purchase of Goods or services by or from the Company, 

whether such Sale is completed by written agreement, electronic record 

or oral communication unless stated otherwise by the Company.

Defi nitions
1.1 Company mean Rissington Breedline Limited and includes each 

of its subsidiaries.

1.2 Goods means all goods and services, and is deemed to include 

all goods and services described or referred in any invoices, 

statements or other records prepared by the Company (and the 

description or details set out or referred to in any such records).

1.3 Purchaser means the purchaser of Goods (being the Company’s 

Principal if it is acting as agent).

1.4 Sale means any sale of Goods where the Company is either the 

Purchaser or Vendor or is acting as agent for either or both of the 

Purchaser or Vendor.

1.5 Vendor means the seller of the Goods (being the Company’s 

Principal if it is acting as agent).

Application
2.1 Terms of Sale: Receipt of these Terms of Sale by the principal 

Vendor or Purchaser shall be deemed to be acknowledgement of 

such Terms of Sale.

2.2 Th e Purchaser cannot cancel any purchase order for Goods 

accepted by the Company and is bound to pay the quoted price.

Terms of payment
3.1 Unless the Company specifi es otherwise, the purchase price and 

any commission and associated charges, plus GST, must be paid 

by the Purchaser to the Company for:

 a) livestock and grazing, within 14 days of purchase;

 b) other Goods, within 14 days of invoice date.

3.2 Interest on overdue payments may be charged from the time 

of purchase on a daily basis at the rate then charged by the 

Company.

3.3 All amounts payable to the Company shall be paid in full without 

any set-off  or deduction.

Title, risk and delivery
4.1 All Goods are at the Purchaser’s risk:

 a) in the case of livestock, upon crossing the tailgate of the 

carrier. Th e Vendor, will load the livestock on the carrier and will 

adequately care for them until then; and

 b) for other Goods, from the point of loading onto the carrier or 

being made available for uplifting by the Purchaser.

4.2 Ownership of and title to all Goods shall remain with the Vendor 

and not pass to the Purchaser until they are paid for in full.

4.3 Until title passes to the Purchaser:

 a) the Purchaser shall hold the Goods as bailee of the Vendor; 

and

 b) regardless of s109 of the PPSA, the Vendor may repossess 

the Goods and dispose of them for its own benefi t. For the 

purpose the Vendor (and its agents) may at any time without 

notice enter any place where it believes the Goods may be kept to 

inspect the Goods and/or take whatever action my be required to 

repossess the Goods. Th e Purchaser indemnifi es the Vendor and 

its agents for all costs and liabilities incurred in connection with 

the repossession, storage and/or resale of the Goods (including 

any shortfall from resale at a lower price).

4.4 Th e Company shall be in no way liable for any delay in the 

date of delivery of any Goods. Where the Purchaser does not 

take delivery of the Goods by the delivery date specifi ed, the 

Purchaser shall pay reasonable storage costs until such time as 

the Purchaser accepts the Goods.

Supply for business purposes
5.1 Th e Purchaser agrees that where all Goods are acquired for the 

purposes of a business the Consumer Guarantees Act 1993 will 

not apply.

Purchaser’s right to compensation
6.1 Subject to clause 10, if the Company (and not any vendor, 

manufacturer or other person) is responsible for any Goods 

being defective or not materially conforming to the Company’s 

description, the Company will at its option:

 a) repair or replace the defective Goods or re-perform the 

service; or

 b) pay compensation not exceeding the purchase price for the 

Goods.

 Th is is the Purchaser’s sole right for compensation from the 

Company.

Credit Policy and the Company’s liability
7.1 Breeding rams are fully guaranteed in case of death for three 

months post delivery and prior to mating. Breeding rams are fully 

guaranteed in case of Genetic faults for 12 months post delivery.

7.2 A replacement Ram of the same value will be provided when 

required. Rams will not be returned to the property of origin 

post trucking due to animal health issues.

7.3 Breeding bulls are fully guaranteed for Genetic faults for 3 

breeding seasons.

 If a bull has a Genetic fault then the credit given will be based off  

the number of breeding seasons it has done less the salvage value 

of the bull.

7.4 No cash refunds are given.

7.5 If the Vendor cannot provide the agreed quantity of Goods for 

any reason outside its reasonable control, the Vendor is not liable 

for that shortfall and the Purchaser must take delivery of and pay 

for the lesser quantity the Vendor is able to supply.

Personal Property Securities Act 1999
8.1 Th e Purchaser grants to the Vendor a security interest in all 

Goods supplied or to be supplied by the Vendor to secure all 

payments under these Terms of Sale. Th e Purchaser will do 

all things necessary for the Company to register a fi nancing 

statement and to ensure the security interest is a fi rst ranking 

perfected security interest over the Goods and their proceeds. 

Th e Company may at its sole discretion register a security 

interest on behalf of the Vendor (where it is acting as agent).

8.2 Nothing in sections 114(1)(a), 117(1)(c), 133 or 134 of the 

Personal Property Securities Act 1999 (PPSA) applies. Th e 

Purchaser’s rights in sections 116, 119, 120(2), 121,125 to 127, 

129, 131 and 132 of the PPSA do not apply unless the Company 

is the Purchaser.

Miscellaneous
9.1 Enforcement: Th e Purchaser will pay the Company on demand 

all costs (including legal costs on a solicitor/client basis) incurred 

by the Company in connection with any default by the Purchaser.

9.2 Entire agreement: Th ese Terms of Sale (and any incorporated 

document including any formal credit arrangements) are 

the entire agreement between the parties, and replace all 

representations, agreements and other communication made by 

the Company.

9.3 No waiver: Th e Company shall be deemed not to have waived 

any right to do anything unless that waiver is in writing and 

signed by an authorised manager in the Company.

9.4 Severability: If any part of these Terms of Sale is illegal, 

unenforceable or invalid, that part is to be treated as modifi ed or 

removed to the extent required to make it eff ective. Th e rest of 

these Terms of Sale are not aff ected.

9.5 Variation: Th e Company may vary these Terms of Sale by 

disclosing such varied terms to the principal Vendor or Purchaser 

at any time.

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BULL INSURANCE
In an eff ort to better serve our customers, we are off ering insurance on all of our bulls. Th ese insurances cover losses 

not covered by our existing 3 year guarantee and cover bull/s that are injured, or die. More importantly the insurance 

will provide a simpler process than normal insurance where it has become more complex for vets to certify claims.

If you have an insurance claim that is proved to our satisfaction, then we will replace the animal with one of similar 

quality, if during the breeding season, within 7 days. If it is outside the breeding season we will give a credit as a dollar 

value which will then be deducted from your next purchase; it will not be a cash refund.  

TRANSIT INSURANCE – 2% OF THE PURCHASE VALUE
Our Transit insurance covers the bull from the time of purchase until 14 days after the date of delivery to the 

purchaser. Th e insurance is that the bull will be sound and capable of breeding at the end of this period, thus covering 

the bull while in the care of Rissington Breedline as well as the transportation process. Th e purchaser must contact 

Rissington Breedline immediately if any question arises as to the bull’s soundness or survival. 

Th e Transit insurance costs 2% of the purchase price of the bull with a minimum cost of $100. 

12 MONTH INSURANCE – 10% OF THE PURCHASE VALUE
Our 12 month insurance covers the bull from the time of purchase until 12 months after the date of purchase. Th e 

insurance is that the bull will remain sound, fertile and alive during the 12 month period after purchase date. Th e cost 

of this 12 month insurance is 10% of the purchase price of the bull. Th e Transit insurance is not necessary if the 12 

month insurance is purchased.

CLAIMS
A Rissington Breedline Insurance Claim Form fi lled out by a licensed veterinarian must accompany all insurance 

claims. Th e claim must be fi led immediately after any grounds for claim arise.  Full and complete disclosure of all 

facts and circumstances is necessary. Th e insurance does not cover losses caused by neglect or gross mismanagement. 

Th e insurance does not cover the loss of Bulls missing or unaccounted for. In the case of fertility re-testing, bulls 

must weigh the same or more than their sale weight at the time of any claim. If a bull falls short of this weight then 

he must be re-conditioned to meet the weight before he is then tested. Rissington Breedline has the right to request 

a second veterinarian examination at Rissington Breedline’s expense. In all claims, the salvage value (if any) belongs 

to Rissington Breedline. Rissington Breedline must be contacted before any animal is destroyed or salvaged except in 

extreme cases where humane animal treatment requires immediate action. Failure to follow any of these procedures 

will make the insurance null and void in all cases.
